Thereatfter, this Lease shall be automatically renewed oa month-to-month basis until

(30) calendar days written notice of Lessor’s intentiond terminate the Lease or other
notice as provided by law; or 2) Resident gives Lessor at leakirty (30) calendar days
written notice of Resident’s intention to terminate the Lease or other notice as
provided by law; or 3) Lessor and Resident execute a nel@ase (the Original Term
and any such renewal term are collectively the “Lease Term”) Should the housing
privatization transaction between Lessor and the Governmertbfalbse, then upon the
cancellation of the privatization solicitation or other termiratid negotiations with Lessor
by the Government this Lease shall terminate and Lessor aideReshall have no further
obligations hereunder.

RENT: Resident agrees to make rent payable to Beale Priddtimasing, LLC or to such
other account as Lessor shall designate from time to tinmgifing. Rent shall be payable
in advance, without demand or offset, on or before the first dagaf month (the “Due
Date”) throughout the Lease Term. The amount of Resident’s monthly rent foethsés
is an amount equal to the Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH) Wependants rate at the
Commencement Date that has been designated for the senioe seamber living in the
Premises, minus a utility allowance (refer to section 3l&ail), if applicable. At the time
this Lease is signed, Resident’s monthly rent shall be :

Resident is responsible for paying all Rent and charges diile thumt Allotment has
commenced. If Resident has not received BAH at the time ofiggiato this Lease, Rent
will begin to accrue on the Commencement Date but payment tusauntil the earlier of
(1) the date Resident actually receive BAH or (2) fore-f(45) calendar days after the
Commencement Date.

If Resident’s Allotment is terminated while Residenttil ;1 possession of the Premises
without written permission from Lessor, Resident will be cagrgid in material breach of

this Lease, unless the termination is beyond Resident’s contResiflent’s Allotment stops

for any reason, Resident must pay Lessor the rent directly.

b. If a demotion/promotion occurs, the Resident shall not be required to move from
one Premises to another. The Resident's rent will be adjuso reflect the
decreased/increased rent amount associated with that paygrade tegngning on the
effective date of the pay grade change.

Resident certifies to the Lessor that the Resident is the senimesarember in residence at
the Premises. If any other Resident of the household becomssniloe service member,
the new senior service member’s applicable BAH will be asethe BAH for the monthly
rent. If the new senior service member has not signed.-#ase, the Resident agrees to
notify the Lessor.

If utilities at the Premises are not paid for by the Ledber monthly rent shall be reduced
by a utility allowance as determined by Lessor and the United StatEswe.

The prorated rent for any partial months occurring at the biegjror end of the Lease
Term shall be paid on the first day of the month the proratiorlésibiAll prorations will

Resident’s right to possession and Lessor’s obligations aresskp contingent upon the
prompt payment of rent, and the use of Premises by Resident slohiiaieed only on the
condition that rent and other monetary charges due hereunderichia pdl on time. At
Lessor’'s option, Lessor may at any time require that all gastrent and other past due
sums due hereunder are paid in cash, cashier's check, or money Alideamounts that
Resident must pay to Lessor under this Lease are herein deemed to be “rent.”

Lessor shall not be liable for any losses or damagesdgalt from outages, interruptions,
or fluctuations in utilities provided to Resident's Premisegasnsuch loss or damage was
the direct result of the willful conduct or negligence askor or Lessor's employees.
Resident hereby releases Lessor from any and all such d@aisitsy from or relating to
such outages, interruptions or fluctuations. Resident hereby svainyeand all claims for
rent reduction or diminished value of the Premises due to suchesutaterruptions or
fluctuations. Resident agrees not to disturb, terminate, ipterramper with, adjust, or
disconnect any utility service or submetering system or device.

Violation of this section is a material breach of the keand shall entitle Lessor to all
available remedies under the Lease or applicable laws. ngathihis section shall affect a
Resident's rights under applicable law.

Resident agrees to allow Lessor to estimate consumption, trasestoric consumption for
the home, if the Resident's submeter is broken or otherwise mbesansmit a meter
reading until the meter is repaired.
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SECURITY DEPOSIT: No security deposits shall be required of Active Duty tilily
Members.

LATE PAYMENT AND RETURNED CHECKS: Payments for rent not received by
Lessor on or before the fifth day of the month are late andittdasa default under this
Lease. If any installment of rent is not received by tbssbr within five (5alendar days
from the due date, Resident agrees to pay a late charge of $50.00 for each amount due

Resident agrees to pay the Lessor $25.00 for the first retameck and $35.00 for any
subsequent returned check. Lessor has the right to requirelltipatyments that are not
paid by allotment be made by money order, cashier’'s check, diecegheck and where
default in payment occurs, to request that the entire Lease penmeht of the debt be paid
at once. Resident shall not be in default of any provision of this Lease by redsssafs
failure to receive a BAH payment that is out of control ofitRad®. Resident shall take all
reasonable action necessary at Lessor’s request to myerrar resulting in the failure of
Lessor to receive a BAH payment within thirty (30) calendays unless extended by the
Lessor.

EARLY TERMINATION OF LEASE FOR CHANGES IN STATUS: If Resident's
dependent or marital status changes, or the Resident is desdhaom military service,
such that the Resident would no longer be eligible for housing unddtahge, this Lease
shall be terminated thirty (30) calendar days after the ehangtatus, unless the Beale Air
Force Base Installation Commander or designated representgiveves a different
termination date and Resident continues to pay rent at the ajppeoPAH rate. Resident
is required to provide notice of any change in marital or deperadatus to Lessor within
thirty (30) calendar days of such change in status

TERMINATION BECAUSE OF DEFAULT: If Resident materially fails to comply with
any of the terms of this Lease and the Resident Handbook andhitistault continues for
three (3) calendar days after a notice to cure the defaulbd®n delivered to the Resident,
Lessor may terminate the Lease and recover possession of thedRrampermitted by law.
If Resident’s failure to comply with any of the terms of thisase and the Resident
Handbook causes or threatens to cause irreparable harm to amy perzoperty, or the
Resident is convicted of a class A misdemeanor or felonygluhie term of the tenancy
which caused or threatened to cause irreparable harm to any person or pk@ssdymay,
without notice, remedy the breach and bill Resident as provided vinyitamediately
terminate the Lease upon notice to Resident and bring an amtisarimary possession; or
do both.

EARLY TERMINATION OF LEASE FOR OTHER CAUSES: If Resident vacates the
Premises before the Termination Date, Resident is respofmitikent due through the end
of the Lease Term, minus amounts that Lessor could have avoidedKiygmeasonable
efforts to re-lease the Premises. Alternatively, Resith@s the option of amending this
Agreement to terminate Resident’'s tenancy before the Tetionn®ate by exercising
Resident’'s Early Termination Option. To exercise the optiosideat must deliver to
Lessor (1) a written notice stating that Resident hadeslelo exercise Resident’s Early
Termination Option and identifying the Early Termination Dated (2) an Early
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Termination Option Fee equal to one month’s rent, and (3)eadt Bue through the Early
Termination Date. When Lessor acknowledges receiving théewniotice_angayment,
the Termination Date will be deemed amended to the Early Teionn@ate. The Early
Termination Option may be exercised only if Resident is ndefault under this Lease at
the time that Resident gives notice of Resident’s exerfitgedzarly Termination Option.
All remaining Agreement terms will remain in full force effect.

If Resident provides the notice unaccompanied by the required payrtien{Termination
Date will not be changed.

If Resident does not properly exercise the Early Ternuna®ption by following the
procedure exactly as specified above, or chooses not to ex#reidgarly Termination
Option, but vacates the Premises before the Termination Dlatease terms will remain
binding (including the original Termination Date), and Lessol igthin all legal remedies
for non-compliance with this Lease.

9. ADDITIONAL TERMINATION RIGHTS (Military Clause): Notwithstanding any
other provision of this Lease, it is mutually agreed that tred@st, in the military service,
may terminate this Lease if he/she retires, is retbfitsen active duty, is transferred (PCS)
beyond a 35 mile radius of Beale Air Force Base (AFB), unlesstate code is different,
receives temporary duty assignment to another location for sixty (60) catkydanr more,
or is ordered to occupy public quarters.

declared killed or missing in action, at the option of the simgivspouse or personal

representative. Family members of active-duty militargi&ents residing in the Premises on
the declaration of death or missing in action of an active-duitargi Resident shall have the

right to elect to terminate their Resident Lease or exterat the same rent, for a maximum
period of twelve (12) months from the month of such declaration.

Resident will be chafge@ fer key for replacing lost
keys and $25.00 for keys Resident fails to return on termination or expiratiois bease.

Report, the Premises were rented to the Resident in good ordeepair, and that the
Premises were in a safe, clean and habitable condition.ddredurther acknowledges
responsibility for maintaining the cleanliness of the Premaselsagrees that damages to the
Premises, that are not described on the Move-In Report angxsior to the Resident’s
occupancy and that exceed fair wear and tear, are subjeeing repaired by the Lessor at
Resident’s expense, unless such damages would otherwise be repeg@daed through a
scheduled renovation or replacement prior to occupancy by another tenant

14. USE AND QUIET ENJOYMENT: Resident will enjoy the use of the Premises in a
manner that does not disturb other Residents or create & puldance in violation of the
Beale AFB Resident Handbook.

15. USE OF PREMISES: The Resident acknowledges that the Premises is a samglf
dwelling and will be used for occupancy by one family only and foother purposes,
including any business purposes, whatsoever except as otherwisgegroviSection 40 or
otherwise approved in writing by the Installation Commander, anductediin accordance
with the regulations contained in the Resident Handbook. Occupancy leythaor one
family is prohibited. Immediate relatives of the Residend the Resident’'s spouse may be
considered normal Residents of the household and are not “Socialry/isregardless of
the period of stay. For purposes of this Lease, “ImmediaaifRes” are defined exactly
the same as the term “Dependent” is defined in AttachmemiAFk 32-6001. Social visits
by military members assigned to the installation and civilemployed at the installation
but who permanently reside outside the commuting area areditoitthirty (30) calendar
days. The Resident agrees that the duration of social visasmymne residing within the
sixty-minute commuting area of the installation is limitecho more than two (2) calendar
days.

other intoxicating liguors on the Premises, without the writtermission of the
Installation Commander.

C. Resident shall not keep or have on the Premises any artigl@lsli chemicals or
thing of dangerous, inflammable or explosive nature that might wrebly
increase the danger of fire, explosion, or cause physicakd|ron the Premises or
that might be considered hazardous or extra hazardous by statmlofire/safety
officials and under the provisions of an insurance company policy. Should Resident
maintain said hazardous materials on the Premises, that icjuseor damage,
Resident shall be financially responsible for said injury anddmnages. Failure of
Resident to remove said materials upon written request ofahgot shall permit
the Lessor to immediately terminate this Lease.

18. REPAIRS: Resident shall make no repairs to the Premises or fixtacesed within the
Premises without the written approval of the Lessor.

19. ALTERATIONS AND FIXTURES: Resident shall make no alterations to the Premises,
incur any debt or make any charges against the Lessorabe @my lien upon the Premises
for any work done or material furnished without the express writtesent of the Lessor.

On retaining possession beyond the rental period without caista
Lessor, the Resident shall be obligated to pay the Lesatideney fees to the
extent awarded by a court of competent of jurisdiction, courtscand any
ancillary damages due to the holdover by the Resident.
